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An updated bridge Feasibility Study was completed by Herold Engineering in September 2014.  
The study provides bridge design opƟ ons, informaƟ on on required bridge spans and current costs. 

The Regional Board approved the bridge Feasibility Study on October 28, 2014.  The Board 
provided addiƟ onal direcƟ on to proceed with detailed design for two Steel Truss bridges following 
community consultaƟ on on bridge accessibility. 

A Crown Land Tenure ApplicaƟ on for a 30-years Lease of the seven Crown parcels that consƟ tute 
the MCRT was submiƩ ed in July 2015.  If approved, the Lease will replace the RDN’s current License 
of OccupaƟ on and will give the RDN the exclusive right to manage the land for public trail use.

Development approval from the ALC, DFO, BC Ministries of Environment and FLNR, First NaƟ ons 
and the RDN, is anƟ cipated in late 2017 or early 2018 following consultaƟ on and design review. 

Design development will conƟ nue following community and stakeholder consultaƟ on, addiƟ onal 
land assessments, and direcƟ ves from Federal, Provincial and Regional levels of government. 

Bridge and trail construcƟ on is dependent on Lease approval, all development approvals and 
funding.  The esƟ mated date for project construcƟ on is 2018-2019.  
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
